Day 1.  Monday 25. August      TOOWOOMBA TO NOOSA                    Mt, L, D 
Welcome to our fantastic 4-day tour of the stunning Sunshine Coast and Hinterland Region! Get comfortable as we 
embark on this scenic journey.

Day 2.  Tuesday 26. August              NOOSA TO FRASER ISLAND                                B, L & D

forests in our 4WD vehicle. Our first stop is the iconic Lake McKenzie, renowned for its crystal-clear turquoise waters. 

This 
serene spot is the perfect place to unwind and enjoy nature’s beauty. For lunch, we’ll enjoy an Aussie-style bush 
picnic, savoring the flavors of the Australian outback.

Upon arrival in this charming mountain village, take time to 
explore its unique boutiques, local galleries, and cafes. For lunch, we'll dine at Secrets on the Lake, a delightful 
restaurant with stunning views. After lunch, we take a short drive to Mary Cairncross Scenic Reserve. Here, you'll 
enjoy a peaceful walk through the reserve, take in the breathtaking lookout, and visit the interpretive center to learn 
about the area's efforts to preserve local wildlife. As the day draws to a close, we begin our scenic drive back to 
Toowoomba, passing through picturesque country roads, rolling hills, and farmland along the way. We arrive in 
Toowoomba, marking the end of your unforgettable 4-day tour of the Sunshine Coast and Hinterland Region.
